The Arc of Atlantic County Receives $45,000 from 

Atlantic City Electric to Fund Affordable, Accessible Housing
Galloway, NJ – December 7 – Atlantic City Electric presented The Arc of Atlantic County with a check in the amount of $45,000 at a special ceremony on Tuesday, December 7 at the agency’s newest residential facility located in Galloway.  The funds will be used to support the creation of affordable and accessible housing for people with intellectual and developmental disabilities, including the Galloway property which is slated to open in early 2011.  The property consists of two homes built specifically for people with intellectual and developmental disabilities, each with four private units with one bedroom, one bathroom and a kitchenette/living area.  Each home also has a shared kitchen and living space for communal gatherings.

Atlantic City Electric selected The Arc of Atlantic County as one of three beneficiaries of its 2010 Fall Charity Golf Classic, held September 27 at Galloway National Golf Club. The other two recipients were Tri-County Community Action Partnership and Special Olympics New Jersey.  
The Arc provides residential services to approximately 140 people with intellectual and developmental disabilities throughout Atlantic County.  There are more than 6,000 people with intellectual and developmental disabilities in New Jersey waiting for residential services.  Atlantic City Electric’s gift will enable The Arc to increase its capacity to address the critical shortfall in affordable and accessible housing—the first step in addressing the need for more residential services for people with intellectual and developmental disabilities.

“Atlantic City Electric has been a generous supporter of The Arc for many years.  We are thrilled to have been chosen as the recipient of the proceeds from their Charity Golf Classic this year.
